What is the value of a vote? How can one vote make a difference? Why vote?
The right to vote in a free election is one of the rights we treasure in this country, but it is a right we must exercise
for our views and opinions to have any impact in the direction of our country, state, county and municipality.

Historically voter turnout in a Presidential election is 58% at best and 48% in Mid Term elections. State, County
and Municipal elections have a significantly lower historical turnout.

Since many elections are determined by a small margin of a few percent, a slight increase in voter turnout can
make a big difference in the outcome of the election. So each vote does count and increasing voter turnout is
critical to the future of the Republican Party.

The first step is to ensure all eligible voters are registered to vote. The next step is to help educate voters on the
issues and candidates to help them make informed decisions. The third step is to encourage registered voters to
get out and vote.
